CENTRAL TEEN SERVICES 
 

The number of teens at Central Library Branch has increased dramatically. For the past few weeks since schools 
are back in session, especially after school hours, we have had more teens walk into the library to use the 
computers for homework and other school projects. As a result, teens oftentimes have to wait for at least an 
hour before they can use the computers. Teens are also using the Teen Plaza for studying and socializing. Staff 
are working extra hard to keep the noise down to a tolerable level.  
 
Through a Kaplan’s representative, Mr. John Peterson, Teen Librarian Tony Lam arranged a free ACT/SAT 
practice test session at the Central Branch on September 12th. We had a good turn out with 15 students. Students 
had a choice of taking either the ACT or the SAT or the combo of ACT/SAT test. This service was free of 
charge. On the following Thursday, September 17th, all students, many with their parents, came back for their 
scores and participated in a wonderful workshop on college admissions by Mr. Peterson. On behalf of the 
Central Teen Services, we would like to thank Kaplan and Mr. John Peterson for giving us such a great 
opportunity. We will definitely work with Kaplan to set up more free practice tests and college workshops in 
the future.  
 
Game Fest is as popular as ever. For the first three weeks of September, teen/tween attendance at Central’s 
Game Fest on Wednesdays has gone up from 60 to 80. New games are added to make Game Fest more 
interesting and challenging. Board games or non-electronic games are also available for everyone to enjoy. In 
preparation for the moving to the new/temporary Teen/Adult Services Annex, all teen programs at Central are 
temporarily suspended.  
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
